E3 Aims

Leanne is the E3 Schools’ Worker for East Belfast (Bt4-6 and 16 District), which comprises of around 80 churches, 33 Primary Schools, 12 post-Primary Schools and 6 Special Schools.

Leanne has enjoyed many years of experience in children’s and youth work, both professionally as a trained teacher and, in a voluntary capacity, as a member of her local church.  God has given Leanne a burden to see children and young people respond to the Word of God through faithful and effective teaching, leading her to the role of E3 Schools’ Worker in East Belfast.  She spent four years teaching Primary 6/7 before joining the staff of SU in April 2005…and hasn’t looked back since!

Through the E3 project, Leanne’s work includes hands-on involvement in assemblies, classes or SU groups in both Primary and post-Primary schools, the encouragement and training of Christian teachers and pupils and the promotion of church-school links.  Please pray that God will continue to use her as she works alongside others to empower children, young people and Christian teachers for His glory.

Whilst many have little or no connection with the church, all of them go to school, and for the moment at least the doors to our schools 

are open to Christian ministry.  Schools are communities of people that need our prayers.
As God’s people together it is our privilege and responsibility that “we will tell the next generation the praiseworthy deeds of the Lord, His power and the wonders He has done.”  Psalm 78:4
